The Group operates three types of business: (1) full-time formal higher education services; (ii)
continuing education services; and (iii) education resources and apprenticeship programme.
The board of directors of the Company (the “Board”) is pleased to announce that, as of 26
September 2022, the three universities of the Group, namely Dalian Neusoft University of
Information ( K#H H#f5 5 E£R: ) (“Dalian University”), Chengdu Neusoft University
( EBHRHEEE ) (“Chengdu University”) and Neusoft Institute, Guangdong ( J& 5§ A i
Bt ) (“Guangdong University”, together with Dalian University and Chengdu University, the
“Three Universities”) have all reopened and completed new student registration work for the
2022/2023 school year both online and offline.

As of 26 September 2022, the number of new student registration in the Three Universities for
the 2022/2023 school year reached 17,533, representing an increase of approximately 17.1%
compared with 14,979 for the 2021/2022 school year (as of 26 September 2021). The latest
number of student enrolment of the Three Universities for the 2022/2023 school year after new
student registration (as of 26 September 2022) and for the 2021/2022 school year (as of 26
September 2021) are set out as follows:
